Liberal administrations of Chretien and
Martin worked hard to reduce the debt
burden, and the Conservatives
proceeded to jack up government
spending to record levels, foolishly cut
the GST to keep income taxes
artificially high, give money to their

political pals and drive the national debt
right badk up.

$500 billion; the number sends shivers
down the spine Only one other time in
history has Canada reached this mark.
And which, you ask, was the last
government to take Canada over the
$500 billion threshold?

Why, that was the last Conserative
government of Brian Mulroney.
Excessive spending and the piling up of

debt would seem to be proud
Conservative hallmarks.

Mr. Mulroney was elected in 1984
stressing deficit reduction as a key
element in its economic program, and
then proceeded to take the debt from just
under $200 billionin 1984 to $508
billion in late 1993.

While deficit spending may allow
politicians to throw money at all the pet
projects it can think of, as this

payments required on that debt.

Stephen Ambler of the Université de
Québec a Montréal argues debt to
represent “higher taxes for our
children.”

Indeed, in 1995, when a caller to an
open-line radio program chastised then-
Finance Minister Paul Martin for his
cuts in the name of deficit reduction, the
minister replied, “What you are saying
is that we should take care of you and

forget about your kids?” The phones
then lit up with caller after caller
repeating the theme that Canadians
were prepared to make sacrifices in
order to balance the budget so that they
would not be saddling their children
with a massive debt.

In the 12 years the Chrétien/Martin
Liberals were in office, despite
significant positive spending
initiatives, they reduced the national
debt by $62 billion, an average of over
$5 billion per year, and this has caused
Canada to move from having the
second-worst debt-to-GDP ratio in the
G7 nations to having the best.The
federal debt as a percentage of GDP
fell from nearly 75% in 1995 to 38.7%
in 2005.

This accomplishment is impressive
given that they were saddled with an
annual deficit of $42 billion by the
previous Mulroney Conservative
administration.

Further, the Liberal government
invested over $30 billion in health care
and dhild care, reduced taxes ty over
$100 billion alongside their debt
repayment efforts.
